1 BACKGROUND

The overall objective of the “MDG Governance in Action: Catalyzing Human Rights in Social Policies” project is to expedite achievement of MDGs in Moldova by mainstreaming human rights in social sectors, particularly in health, education, employment, and social assistance.
The Government of the Republic of Moldova has made significant progress towards achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). However, MDGs are unlikely to be met unless targeted laws, policies and programmes are developed and implemented to ensure their meaningful and sustainable achievement. 

Despite efforts by authorities to bring children into the educational system, the coverage of the general compulsory education has constantly decreased (from 95.1 percent in 2002 to 90.7 in 2009). The causes of the fall in the enrolment rates are related to the continuing levels of high poverty, especially in families with many children. In urban areas, the rate of enrolment in both pre-school and compulsory education is higher than in rural communities. Children in rural areas, children with disabilities and Roma children have a much lower enrolment rate in pre-school education
. Anti-Romani antipathy appears to be an issue in a number of schools.
 These issues have not yet been adequately addressed, despite international review body recommendations.
  Some flaws in the recording system and a lack of continuity in the provision of data by the Ministry of Education have made it difficult to monitor progress in this area. 

UNDP will engage with the Ministry of Education to support access to quality education as well as meaningful inclusion of children with disabilities, including learning disabilities. Assistance will be provided to abolish discriminatory regulations towards disadvantaged children, promote targeted social assistance, deinstitutionalization and meaningful inclusion in the society, with special focus on Roma children.

B) Financial evaluation: 
In the Second Stage, the financial proposal of candidates, who have attained minimum 70% score in the technical evaluation (at least 262 points), will be compared. The cumulative analysis scheme will be applied with a total score being obtained upon the combination of weighted technical and financial attributes. Cost under this method of analysis is rendered as an award criterion, which will be 25% out of a total score of 500 points. The Individual Contract (IC) will be awarded to the candidate obtaining the highest cumulative score. The following formula will be applied in calculating the cumulative score: 

S = Fmin / F * 125
S – score received on financial evaluation; 

Fmin – the lowest financial offer out of all the submitted offers qualified over the technical evaluation round; 

F – financial offer under consideration. 

Note: Aggregated financial offer will be considered (“aggregated financial offer” is the total sum of all financial claims of the candidate for accomplishment of the task, including fee, per diem, travel, etc). 

Winning candidate 
The winning candidate will be the candidate, who has accumulated the highest aggregated score (technical scoring + financial scoring).
